Overall:

o This sheet is being introduced with Version 3.3. Because application materials may
be submitted in different ways (hand-delivered, mailed, email, STEERS, etc.), as well
as at different times during the permit review, the sheet was added to document this
information. This list will also help our Air Permits Initial Review Team verify that all
submitted materials were received.

o The listis in the preferred application order. While not required, submitting your
application with the materials in this order will help the permit reviewer find the
information they need more quickly.

Copies

o Updated the instruction for submitting the application to APD to indicated that
electronic submittals are preferred.

o Fixed the mailing address pulled in for Region 1 and Region 11.
Summary

o Corrected the impacts table to match the latest options on the impacts sheet,
changed in Version 3.2.

Version 3.2 Updates:
